In this lesson students will learn to read both the hour and minute hand of a clock, building off the vocabulary knowledge and introduction to the hour hand they were given in the previous lesson.

	Assessment

(formative and summative)
	Pre-Assessment: In the previous lesson, students were asked to predict with their table partners how the hands on an analog clock work together to tell time.  The information gained will tell the teacher how much students already know about this topic.  

Formative (as learning): Students will be able to gauge their own knowledge of telling time throughout this lesson as they think about and discuss answers with their table partners before their teacher gives them the correct answer. 

Formative (for learning): The teacher will be able to gauge student understanding through observation and questioning throughout the lesson.  This observation and questioning will help the teacher decide whether students are ready to move on to the next concept or activity.
Summative: The teacher will use the "Telling Time" worksheet the students do individually to assess individual progress on whether students understand how to write and tell time from an analog clock.

	-Explain to the students that during our lesson today we are going to be learning about how to use the hour and minute hands on an analog clock to tell time.
-Write the content and language objectives on the whiteboard in simple language.


-Tell and write the time on an analog clock (draw a picture of an analog 
clock next to this objective).

-Understand how to ask what time it is.


-Understand how to answer what time it is when someone asks you.

	-Explain that we are going to start our lesson by reviewing vocabulary we learned in our lesson yesterday.

-Draw on the white board an analog clock.
-Ask students what type of clock this is: Student will answer "analog clock".
-Split the class into groups of five.

-Give a piece of paper to each group that has one vocabulary word from the last lesson printed on it (analog clock, clock face, hour hand, minute hand, and second hand). 

-Tell the students that in their groups they need to think about their vocabulary word and where it is on the clock written on the white board. 

-Explain to the groups that they will be placing their vocabulary word on the clock where it belongs.  They will then choose one person to explain what the vocabulary word is and means. 

-Tell the students they have two minutes to discuss with their groups what their vocabulary word means.
-Ask each group one at a time to come up to the board, place their vocabulary word on the analog clock, and explain what it is and what it means to the class.

-Explain to the students that today we are going to learn more about how to tell time on an analog clock.

- Take out the "model analog clock”.
- Point to the hour hand.
- Review how the hour hand works.  When the hour hand, the longer hand, is pointing to a number on the outside that is what hour it is.

-Give an example, by showing the students six o'clock on the model clock.

- Point to the minute hand. 

- Explain that the minute hand "counts by fives". Tell students to watch.
-Point the minute hand at each number, starting at one and ending at twelve, counting by fives as you go.

-Do it again, having the students repeat after you.

-Explain: If the minute hand is pointing to the four you would count by fives (start at one, counting by fives until you get to four) to find out how many minutes it has been.   

-Pass out the clock manipulative the students made during the previous lesson. 

-Model the time 3:15 on the "model analog clock".
- Have the students model the same time after you, telling them what number the hour hand is on and what number the minute hand is on.

-Tell the students to find the hour hand and point to it.
- Tell them to think quietly to themselves about what hour is being shown.

-Have the students tell their table partner what hour they think is being shown.
-Then, call on a table partner group to share the hour they think it is.
-Write the hour up on the board (3).
-Ask the students to find the minute hand on their clock and point to it

- Tell them to think quietly to themselves about how many minutes after the hour it has been on this clock. 
-Remind them to count by fives.

-Have the students tell their table partner how many minutes they think it has been.
- Then, call on a table partner group to share their answer.
-Write the minutes up on the board after the hour (15).
-Point to the time up on the board (3:15).
-Explain that this is how time is written.
-Ask students if the way the time is written reminds them of another type of clock?

-A student will answer: "digital clock".
-Label the hour, and minutes being shown.
-Explain that when we write down what time it is we always write it down like it is shown on a digital clock.
-Go through the process once more with a different time.

-When you write the time up on the board, point to each number and ask students whether it is the hour or the minute.
-Have the students show the time on their clock and then hold it up for the teacher to see.
-Tell the students the name of the next activity is "Excuse me, what time is it?" 
-Write the name of the activity on the board.
-Explain that this is often what someone might ask a person if they are wondering what time it is.

-Tell the students that they will each be getting one "wristwatch" (show the students an example of one) and some tape.  
-Explain that a wristwatch is a small analog clock you can put around your wrist, to tell you what time it is.

-Tell them that they each get one "wrist watch" and that they are to help each other put it on around their wrists with tape.
-Pass out the wristwatches and tape, helping the students put them on if they need assistance.  

-Next, display the "Excuse me, what time is it?" worksheet on the hovercam.

-Explain to students that they will each get one sheet of paper like this.  The sheet outlines the conversation they will be having.  The first person will ask their partner, "Excuse me, what time is it?"  The partner will then tell them what time is on their wristwatch by saying, "It is _______." The first person will then write the time on their sheet and say, "Thank you, have a nice day." Explain that the students will then switch and the other person will ask what time it is.

-Ask the students to put one finger on their nose if they understand.

-Have one student pass out the "Excuse me, what time is it?" worksheet, one to each student. 

-While they are doing this, tell the students to raise their hand when they are done so you can check their answers.  
-Students will work on the activity; the teacher will check their answers.

- When the students are done the teacher will tell them to "quiz" each other on their model clocks until everyone else is finished. 

- Depending on how the students do in this activity, the teacher will decide whether or not more examples need to be given on the "model analog clock" for students. 
-Pass out the "Telling time" worksheet, telling the students that they will be working on it alone.

-Model the first problem.

-Give the students time to complete the rest.

-(If students are grasping the concept let them do the whole activity on their own, if they still need some guidance do half of the problems together.)

-Walk around and assess student progress and understanding. 

-When the students are done tell them they may pick a book from the "Time" book crate (which includes a variety of books that incorporate the concept of time).

	-Review the content and language objectives one by one with the students. 

-Tell students to put one finger on their nose if they think they mastered this objective, and put two fingers on their nose if they think they still need help on this. 

-Use the students’ responses to guide instruction of the next lesson.

	UNIT PLAN Reflection

Your thoughtful reflection on the lesson including ideas for improvement for next time:
	Overall, I am proud of how this lesson turned out.  I feel that I clearly emphasized the directions and went through the process of telling time slowly, so that all students could understand.

If I were to add more to this lesson I would include a portion where I place a "clock" on the floor of the classroom and have students move it according to the specific time we are exploring. I could have a student walk around it saying their "5's" to demonstrate the use of the minute hand.  I could also have one student act as the hour hand and one as the minute hand, having the class lead them and work together to make a designated time.
