This lesson will take what students learned about reading analog and digital clocks and place it into the context of their daily lives.  Students will be introduced to how time is perceived in the United States, and will create a timeline of their day at school.

	Assessment

(formative and summative)
	Pre-Assessment: At the beginning of the lesson, the teacher will ask the students if they know any examples of things that happen at the same exact time everyday.  The teacher will ask what time it happens at.  This will show how much students know about how time structures their day in school.
Formative (as learning): Students will be able to gauge how much of the book "The Grouchy Ladybug" they are understanding through the teacher's occasional questioning and discussion while it is being read. 
The students will also be able to gauge how well they can read times on analog clocks by formatting an opinion on whether the groups presenting in front of the class got the time right or wrong. 
Formative (for learning): The teacher will be able to gauge student understanding through observation and questioning during the lesson. (Questioning while reading "The Grouchy Ladybug" and observation while students work together to figure out the time in groups).
Summative Assessment: A summative assessment of the unit will occur at the end of this lesson. Students will be given a written and oral portion of the test.  For the written portion of the test students will be asked to identify vocabulary words related to clocks, as well as write and read the time shown on both an analog and digital clock. For the oral portion of the test, the teacher will ask students to identify one time out of a group of analog and digital clocks.

	-Explain to the students that during today's lesson we are going to be thinking about time in our daily lives.

-Display an analog clock (with a second hand) on the hovercam.

-Point to the second hand.

-Explain that as we speak time is moving forward.  The hands are always moving, even if it is just very slowly.

-Explain: In different places around the world there are different ways to tell time or keep track of time.  For example, some cultures use the sun to help them keep track of time.  They use where the sun is in the sky to help them keep track of time. People here do not start activities at the exact same time everyday, it varies and isn't always the same. 

-Tell the students that in the United States we often start certain activities right at a certain time.  For example, we always go to gym class at 1:30pm on Friday.  (Show 1:30pm on the analog clock on the hovercam.)  The class always starts exactly on time!  If we get there at 1:35 the teacher would be upset with me, because when we say something is going to start at a certain time it starts right then! 
-Ask the students if they can think of any other examples of activities that start right at a specific time?  Do they always go to bed the same time? Wake up at the same time? 

-Write the content and language objectives on the whiteboard in simple language. 

-Think and talk about examples of things being done at a certain time in 
the book "The Grouchy Ladybug."


- Use what we know about time to create a timeline of our school day.
-Read through each of these content and language objectives with students, having students chorally repeat the standards after you.
-Show the students the book "The Grouchy Ladybug".  Remind them of the first objective, and tell them to listen for what the ladybug does a certain times.  


	Development
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	-The teacher will read aloud to the class the book "The Grouchy Ladybug" by Eric Carle, stopping to ask comprehension questions related to who, what, where, when, why, and how.
-After the teacher is done reading the book she will ask students to think about things the ladybug did at specific times in the story and talk about it with their table partner. 
-As the students are talking the teacher will pass out a scrap piece of paper to each student. 

-Refocus the students and tell them that they each need to write one example on their scrap sheet of paper of something the ladybug did at a specific time during the day.
-Explain to them that you will show the book again on the hovercam if they are having trouble remembering.

-The teacher will then collect the scrap sheets of paper. 

-The teacher will read some of the answers on the scrap sheets of paper to the students.
-Compliment the students on how well they did during this activity.  
-Explain that now, as a class, we are going to make a timeline of our daily lives and write what we do at specific times during the day.

- The teacher will then draw a timeline on the board. 

-Ask students if they know the name of what you just draw on the board.

-Student will answer: "timeline"

-The teacher will explain that a timeline is a long line that we put dates or times on.  The earlier the time the more to the left it goes (point to the left side of the timeline) the later the time the more to the right the time goes (point to the right side of the timeline).
-Place the subject cards above the time line from left to right in the order that they happen during the day. (The subject cards should read: Start of school, Math, Science, Social Studies, Language Arts, Bathroom Break, Lunch, Recess, and End of School on the timeline.)  

-Explain that these are the things we will need to place on our timeline, then read them out loud.
-Split the class up into seven groups.

-Explain that each group will be getting a piece of paper with an analog clock on it. Tell them that as a group they will have to figure out what time it is being shown on their clock.  
-Explain to students that in order to tell the time on an analog clock, they need to make sure they understand the parts of a clock. 

-Point to the teacher modeler clock and review the terms clock face, hour hand, and minute hand with students before you show them the example.
-Explain, now here is an example of the time card you will receive. (Show an example timecard under the hovercam.  The example should read 12:00 p.m.) 
-Ask students what time is being shown: Student will answer "12 o'clock."
-Explain that after they are all done each group will have a chance to stand up and say what time is on their card.  Then as a whole class they will discuss where they think it goes on the timeline and by which activity. 

-Model this by pretending to stand up and present your time, placing the picture of an analog clock on the hovercam.  Then ask the students what activity they think happens at that specific time.  

-The students will discuss.
-Answer = Lunch.

-The teacher will take her time card, which reads "12:00pm," and place it under the "lunch" activity on the timeline. 
-Pass out the "time cards" to each group.  Remind students to figure out what time is being shown on the clock together as a group.

-When all of the students are done, refocus attention and have one group present the time on their clock. Tell the group to place the picture of their analog clock on the hovercam.
-The teacher will ask the class to make a "thumbs up" if they think they got the time correct and a "thumbs down" if they think the group got the time wrong.

-The teacher will then ask students what activity they think happens at that specific time.
-Students will discuss. The teacher will help the class think out loud about whether it should go before or after the times already on the timeline.
-The teacher will then take a vote between two popular answers.

-A student from that group will place their group’s "time card" on the board under the activity the class decided it belonged with. 

-This process will repeat until each group has gone. 

-Compliment the class on their hard work.

-Explain that they will be looking at the timeline as they start each activity throughout the day to check whether they got it right.

-Explain to students that they will finish off the day with an end of the unit test, to be done individually.

-Tell the students that while they are working you will be calling them over individually to take an oral portion of the test.
-For the oral portion of the test you will be asking students to point to a specific time from a group of example pictures (which will be shown in both digital and analog clock form). Give the students both a digital and analog clock time to find.  The teacher will help the students think out loud during this test if necessary.
-When the students are done tell them they may pick a book from the "Time" book crate (which includes a variety of books that incorporate the concept of time).

	-Review the content and language objectives one by one with the students. 

-Tell students to put one finger on their nose if they think they mastered this objective, and put two fingers on their nose if they think they still need help on this. 

-Compliment the students on their hard work throughout this telling time unit.  Remind them that as a class we will keep watching the timeline throughout the day to see if we guessed correctly.

	Overall, I feel this lesson is a great wrap up to this unit.  It gets students thinking about time in their daily lives, and why telling time is important. 

I do feel that I could have better integrated an explanation or activity related to how time is thought of or used in different cultures. If I were to redo this lesson, I would add a longer explanation or activity that explores this idea with students in order to better value multiculturalism and respect where the students come from.
