	Pre-assessment (for learning):   

Before watching the videos students will be asked whether they think all Native American tribes are the same.  They will also be asked what makes the tribes different from each other.  This will gauge how much students know about the diversity of Native Americans and why these differences might occur.

	
	Formative (for learning):   

After each video the teacher will ask students what they put in their "regional characteristics chart."  They will also be asked to describe what they learned from the video.  This will gauge how well students are learning from the videos, and will help the teacher understand whether information about the topic needs to be clarified. 

	
	Formative (as learning):   

Students will be filling out what they learn about each region's characteristics in the "regional characteristics chart" before we talk about it together as a group.  This will help students keep track of what they are learning from the video, and encourage them to find the answer on their own before we talk about it as a group. 

	
	Summative (of learning):   

A written, summative assessment of the unit will be presented during this lesson.  This assessment will ask students to predict how geography affects a place's characteristics, recognize that groups are diverse and that we are called to value diversity, have them name a few characteristics that Europeans adopted from Native Americans, and identify a conflict that occurred within their specific region while also explaining why it might have occurred.  Students will also be asked to match a few housing, transportation, food, and clothing characteristics to each tribal region.

	-Tell students how proud you are of their research, working together, and creation of the video clips.

-Explain to them that this was a difficult project and that they put in the hard work needed to complete it.
-Have them give themselves a "mini round of applause" for all of the hard work they have done.

-Ask students: Are all Native American people from these tribes the same?

Ask: What makes them different? 
-Geography and what they found in their environment was one thing that made these Native American groups different from each other.

-While we watch the video clips I want you to think about how God made us all different. We should respect and appreciate those differences.  Wouldn't it be boring to all be the same!  
	-A student will answer "no."

	-Now, it's time to present your videos!
-Have errand runners pass out the "regional characteristics chart."

-Tell students which tribal group will be presenting first, and show them where that area is on their chart.
-Explain that after they hear each video they will fill in the correct area on the chart, describing what they learned.

-Play each video.  

1) At the end of the video have the students who made it stand up.
2) Have the class ask the creators any questions they might have.
3) Help the class fill in the area of the chart associated with that video. Ask them what they should put in that blank (repeat until all videos are done.)
-Native Americans are so different.  God created them all unique and diverse He also made us in the same way.  Whether we are boys, girls, white, Hispanic, Native Americans, African American, or anything else... God made us all unique and special.
-We need to remember to respect each other's differences.

-Ask: Based on what you learned yesterday, did the early Europeans value the Native Americans differences?

-No, they didn't respect them.  They forced them to move out of the area so they could have the land to themselves. 

-The Native Americans didn't respect the Europeans fully either, many wars started between both groups because they didn't want to value each other's differences.  They couldn’t learn how to live together.

-We can learn from this though.  Even though we messed up in the past God has called us to love and respect all people, even if they are different from us.


	-Errand runners will pass out the chart.
-Students will listen to the video.
-The students who made the video will stand up.
-The class will ask the video creators questions, and the creators will answer.
-The class will talk about what they should put in that specific area of the chart and then fill it in.

-Tell: Three other students to hand out the "unit test." 
-Tell: One student to get out folders for students to put up to "block" off their desk area.
-Read each question of the "unit test" out loud, explaining what the students are to do.

-Give students time to complete the summative assessment.

-Explain: When they are done tell them to hand in their test to the basket and then take the rest of the time to look at the Native American books from other tribes while the other students finish.

-Three other students will pass out the "unit test."

-Three other students will pass out the "folder blockers."

-Students will complete each question to the best of their ability.

	If I were to rewrite this lesson again, I would have made sure to include some important aspects to guide student thinking and learning.  First, while writing the lesson I did not include all of the UDL areas showcased throughout my lesson.  This is an area of instructional planning where I can grow.  I would also make sure while the students are filling out the "characteristics chart" to include the fact that the chart should be projected and filled out together as a class, to help make sure students are fully understanding what is being presented.  Not doing this could prevent full understanding from students and be a potential barrier to learning.  I would also include more journaling at the end of this lesson.  First I would have students think about what conflicts they have with others, and how they can learn to better respect and act kindly towards those individual in their lives.  I would also have students write about whether they think diversity is important, and why.  This would help me as the teacher better reflect on whether students are meeting the objective of "valuing diversity among the Native American tribes."  At the end of this lesson I would also make sure to provide an option for students to respond verbally, rather than just in writing, for their summative assessment.
