	How does this lesson connect to the unit plan?

This lesson will contrast what students learned about Native American and European interactions in the previous lesson.  Students learned about how Native Americans and Europeans adopted some of each other's characteristics and ways of life.  In this lesson students will look at some of the conflict that occurred between Native Americans and Europeans.   Students will also continue their collaborative partner work in their specific research area.  Within this lesson, collaborative groups will decide what they want to share in their lesson presentation and will practice reading it, before filming it in the next lesson.

	II. Before you start

	Identify prerequisite knowledge and skills.


	Students should have knowledge of how to work effectively in a group setting.

	Outline assessment activities

(applicable to this lesson)
	Pre-assessment (for learning):   

Pre-assessment of student's ability to compile their research to create a video will be done during the previous lesson, where students will be asked to create an outline of what they are going to say during their video and what picture they are going to show.  This will show how ready students are to create their video.

Students will be asked to guess what conflicts or arguments they think might have occurred between Native Americans and Europeans before they are introduced to the specific conflict that occurred within their region.

	
	Formative (for learning):   

The teacher will walk around while students are recording to assess how well they are working together and their progress on the videos.  Students that are struggling will be guided, and if similar struggles are occurring throughout the group the teacher will address these issues with the whole class.

	
	Formative (as learning):   

At the end of the lesson time students will be filling out a self-evaluation.  This self-evaluation will help students reflect on their own learning, create goals, and assess how well they completed their task.

	
	Summative (of learning):   

Students will write a response to what they learned about Native American and European conflict in their research packets.  This will assess whether students can identify the conflict and whether they are thinking deeply about how it affected Native Americans.

The videos that students create will be the summative assessment of their partner research.  The students videos will be graded on whether they:

· Included detailed information about their characteristic (that testifies research of the topic).
· Have both people participate during the video.

· Have clear speech that is slow and loud enough for the audience.
· Provide pictures, either hand-written or from books.

· Have a video that is from 1-2minutes long.

7.1:  Students have a choice in which books they will research from.  Students also get to consider and choose which 

information is the most important to include in the video clip they will share with the class.

7.2:  Value will be given to this lesson and the activity of researching because the end goal is a product the students get to make themselves.  The product also has a real world purpose, teaching their peers about the tribal area they are researching.


	
	Provide options for language, mathematical expressions, and symbols- clarify & connect language
2.3: Students will be given a reading about a conflict that occurred within their regional area between Europeans and Native Americans.  A recording of the information in the reading will be provided for students to follow along with in order to better support decoding of the text, for students who have trouble visually following text.


	Provide options for expression and communication- increase medium of expression
5.1: Students will be creating a video of what they learned to present to the rest of the class, using multiple media to communicate out loud what they know about their topic.


	Provide options for sustaining effort and persistence- optimize challenge, collaboration, mastery-oriented feedback
8.2: There are a variety of

books available at different skill levels for students to explore.  Different abilities in writing are also supported in that students can choose to write just a few sentences in their research packets, or they are free to write whole paragraphs on the topic they are researching.

8.3: Students will be collaboratively working with peers in both a large group and partner group setting.

8.4: Timely feedback will be given to students on how well they are doing with their research and how well they are working together was a group. This feedback will be written in their research packets.



	
	Provide options for comprehension- activate, apply & highlight
3.1: Information about conflict between Europeans and Native Americans will be linked to information from the previous lesson.  It will be explained to students that the sharing of characteristics was an example of how Europeans and Native Americans got along well, while what they will learn about in this lesson is an example of how Europeans and Native Americans didn't get along well.


	Provide options for executive functions- coordinate short & long term goals, monitor progress, and modify strategies
6.1: Each day of research the students will have a "daily goal" they are trying to meet.  Halfway through each research period students will be asked to look at the goal and reflect on their progress, coming up with a plan to complete the goal with their partner.

6.4: After each research period students will be asked to self assess themselves using the "self-evaluation rubric." This will help students better monitor their own progress.

	-Place the "video recording groups" sheet on the hovercam, which will tell students which partner groups will be filming each other and when
-Explain to students based on the sheet which partner groups will film each other.

-Explain to the students that they can practice what they are going to say/do for their videos by showing it to their video partner group before filming it, if they are one of the last groups.  

-Explain that if they are one of the first groups they may not have as much time to practice it .
-Have the errand runners pass out the "video rubric" sheet to each partner group. Show the sheet on the hovercam and remind students 
look at it to make sure they are including everything they need in the video.

 -Tell students that they will have about 6 minutes to film what they are going to say.  After that they need to pass on the camera to another group when you tell them to.

-Show them on the hovercam how to use the video cameras.

-Have students give a "thumbs up" or to "thumbs down" to show how much they understand the video recording activity.

-Students will film, each partner group having 6 minutes to be recorded.

-The students that are not filming will be told to practice their video script.

-The teacher will warn students when they have two minutes left before they switch and film the other set of partners and will guide the process of sharing cameras and moving the filming process along.

- When students are done filming explain to them that they may look at research books from the other tribal areas. Remind them to put the books away where they found them.

-Have errand runners turn in cameras.

-Can anyone remind me what we talked about during our "mini lesson" yesterday?

-Yes, we talked about characteristics that the Europeans adopted from the Native Americans.  

-Ask: What does this mean?

-God calls us to share with one another and help each other, so the Native Americans and Europeans sharing what they knew with each other was pleasing to God. 

-However, there were some things that happened between Native Americans and Europeans that were not pleasing to God.

-There were some conflicts, or arguments that occurred between Native Americans and Europeans.
-Think quietly to yourself, what do you think the 
Native Americans and Europeans were arguing 

over?
-Now, share what you think with your table 

partner.
-Does any group want to share what they think 

Native Americans and Europeans might have 
been fighting over.

-The main thing that was being fought over 

was land. The Europeans wanted the Native 
Americans land and to get it they did things that 

were wrong and extremely hurtful to Native 
Americans.

-In your groups you are going to be listening to 

the story of one argument that happened between
Native Americans and the early Europeans. You

are then going to be watching a short video. 


	-Errand runners will pass out the video rubric sheet to each partner group.

-Students will give a thumbs up/thumbs down based on how much they understand.

-Students will film each other (when the teacher says it is their turn) or practice for when they will be filmed.

-When done, students will look at books from other tribal areas.

-Errand runners will pick up cameras.

 -A student will answer, "characteristics that Europeans adopted from Native Americans."
-A student will answer: The Europeans thought that the Native American's ideas were good, so they decided to use them too. 

-Students will think quietly to themself.

	-Now, this information is very serious, and a little sad, so I want us to all be quiet and pray together before we listen.

-Pray.
-Tell the errand runners to pass out their group's reading. 
-Tell the class to not start reading yet.  
-Explain to them that each group has a recording of the reading that they can listen to while they follow along.

-Go to each group and start the recording.

-Tell the reporter of each group to quietly come up to you and tell you when their recording is done.
-While students listen the teacher will walk around and give assistance when needed, while also gauging student understanding and response.
-When the recorder of each group comes up to the teacher, the teacher will go over and start the video for each group.

-Each group will watch the video about the specific conflict that happened within their tribal area.

-Tell students when they are finished with the video to open their research packets and write about how the arguments between the Europeans and Native Americans made them feel.

-Make sure all groups are writing in their research packets.


	-Students will pray with the teacher.
-Students will listen to the reading and follow along.

-Students will watch the video about their specific tribal conflict. 

-Students will write in their research packets how the argument between the Europeans and Native Americans made them feel.



	
	Closure

(conclusion, culmination, wrap-up)

	-After five minutes tell students that if they are done they can come pick up a self-evaluation rubric and fill it out quietly at their desks.
-If they are all done with that they can take a book from another tribal area and look at it quietly at their desk.  Remind them to put it away exactly where they found it.

-Have the students put their names on the self-evaluation sheet and have the errand runners pick up the papers for their group.

	Overall, I am happy with the instructional planning included in this lesson plan.  If I were to change anything for future use, I would include a time at the end of the lesson for students to debrief with their tribal groups. I would make sure that during this time students were able to share what they learned with the rest of the group, and discuss how well they worked together as a team.  Not including this element would potentially create a barrier for student learning, not allowing the team to gain knowledge about other characteristics in their tribal group. It would also take away from the students learning about other characteristics in their tribal groups and would not allow them to reflect on their work as a collaborative team.  Also, while writing this lesson plan I did not consider including the goal/objective of students "evaluating which characteristics are important to include in their video."  Not including this goal originally, but remembering to include it in my future use of this lesson, is one evidence of personal growth throughout this process.  If I taught this lesson I again I would be sure to include this goal and would emphasize with students that they will need to think about which traits in their tribal group are the most necessary to teach the rest of the class about.
