	II. Before you start

	Identify prerequisite knowledge and skills.


	The students have already begun to learn basic sentence structure and parts of speech—nouns, verbs, adjectives, and adverbs.

	Outline assessment activities

(diagnostic, formative, and summative, as applicable to this lesson)
	Diagnostic: this form of assessment will occur after the initial activity of acting out prepositions when teacher gathers students back together and introduces the topic of prepositions, asking questions to see how much prior knowledge the students have about prepositions and prepositional phrases.
Formative: this form of assessment will occur while the teacher is reading the story, The Legend of Sleeping Bear. The students will be asked to listen carefully for any prepositions that are in the story and to raise their hands once they’ve identified those prepositions.

Summative: this form of assessment will occur at the end of the lesson. The students will be put into groups of 4 (groups of 5, if necessary) and asked to write a story using a minimum of 5 prepositional phrases. Once they have finished writing their stories, each group will swap stories with another group and have to act out the story that other group’s story in front of the class.

	Motivation

(opening/

	The teacher will instruct the students to push their desks out of the way to the perimeter of the room so that the floor space is clear. The teacher then will get out his/her drum and ask the students to do the motions to his/her commands (about 7 or 8 prepositional phrase commands is adequate). The commands will be motions based on prepositions, but the students will not be fully aware of the purpose of this portion of the lesson just yet. The teacher then will regroup and bring the students back to a calm state by having them sit on the floor in front of the whiteboard/chalkboard.
	The students will follow the teacher’s instructions to push their desks out of the way to the perimeter of the room so that the floor space is clear. The students will act out the motions to the commands that the teacher gives (about 7 or 8 motions). The students then will regroup and be brought back to a calm state by sitting on the floor in front of the whiteboard/chalkboard, as the teacher has instructed.

	
	Development

(the largest component or main body of the lesson)


	The teacher will introduce the topic of prepositions, explaining what a preposition is and how it is used to show relationships to objects. Once the topic is thoroughly explained, the teacher will put the students into groups of 2 (3, if necessary) and give the students time (1-3 minutes, depending on student progress and comprehension) to work with their partner(s) on coming up with their own prepositions (3 prepositions per pair/group). The teacher will ask the students to write their prepositions on separate sheets of white paper and then collect the papers when they are complete. The teacher will put the papers in a pile and ask students, one at a time, to randomly select a sheet of paper from the pile. The teacher will put that paper on the whiteboard/chalkboard, and then the teacher will select one of his/her own sheets of paper that has a object written on it (object is from The Legend of Sleeping Bear, which will be introduced later in the lesson) and place it on the whiteboard/chalkboard. This is the basic outline for what the teacher will write on the board: (student-chosen verb)—(student-written preposition)—(article: the)—(teacher-chosen object). Once the teacher has the sheets of paper taped to the board, the teacher will ask the students for a good action word to use for this prepositional phrase. Once a verb is established, the teacher will ask the students for ideas of how to act out the phrase, and once a movement is decided, the teacher will instruct the students to do that movement. The teacher will repeat this process 7-8 times (dependent on time), each time with a new preposition, object, and verb.

The teacher will settle the students back down by having them sit in front of the board again. The teacher will explain that the objects of the prepositions that they used in the previous activity were taken from The Legend of Sleeping Bear. The teacher will ask the students for personal experiences with the dunes and will show pictures and/or maps of the Sleeping Bear Dunes. Before the teacher begins to read the story, the teacher will instruct the students to listen very carefully and do their best to find all the prepositions that are in the story by raising their hands once they’ve identified a preposition. The teacher will then read the story and look for hands raised throughout the duration of the story. The teacher then will return to 2-3 portions of the story (or more if time permits) and ask the students to act out the prepositional phrases (after giving examples of how to do so). The teacher will regroup the students for lesson closure.
	The student will follow the instructions of the teacher, listening carefully to the directions and contributing to the activities.

	
	Closure

(conclusion, culmination, wrap-up)
	The teacher will put the students into groups of 4 (5, if necessary), supply each group with lined paper and pencils, and ask each group to create and write their own story, using a minimum of 5 prepositional phrases. Once their stories are completed, the teacher will have each group swap stories with another group, and then the teacher will ask each group to act out the story they now have in front of the class. After
	The students will follow the instruction of the teacher, work well and cooperate with their group members, and contribute to the writing activity.

Multiple Intelligences:
· Linguistic—the lesson about prepositions (parts of speech), the teacher reading The Legend of Sleeping Bear, and the students writing their own stories using prepositions all contribute to the linguistic aspect of this lesson.
· Naturalistic—the reading of the story introduces things from nature and makes the students more aware of Michigan’s topography, contributing to the naturalistic aspect of this lesson.
· Intrapersonal—the students are making lots of choices through picking their own prepositions, action words, and dance movements, contributing to the intrapersonal aspect of this lesson.

· Interpersonal—the students are working in pairs and groups at various times throughout this lesson, sharing thoughts and ideas in order to make collaborative decisions as pairs and groups, contributing to the interpersonal aspect of this lesson.

· Spatial—the students are given the opportunity to work with other students, figuring out what ways it is possible for them to act out a certain preposition (according to the preposition and object), and the students are also exposed to visual aids that are in or connect to the story, contributing to the spatial aspect of this lesson.
· Musical—the introduction activity requires the students to act out prepositional phrases through movement, and the teacher is determining the beat at which they will move, contributing to the musical aspect of this lesson.

· Bodily-Kinesthetic—the students are using dance and movement to change positions, change locations, and demonstrate how a prepositional phrase can be acted out in real life, contributing to the bodily-kinesthetic aspect of this lesson.
Possible Adaptations for this Lesson

· How to make the activities simpler:

· When the students work in pairs on coming up with their own prepositions, the teacher could be the one to come up with the verbs, the teacher could omit the verbs from the prepositional phrases, the teacher could have the students come up with the prepositions as a whole class instead of in pairs, or the teacher could supply all the verbs, prepositions, and objects

· The teacher could eliminate the closing activity (writing a story with prepositions) and just wrap up the lesson by asking questions to evaluate comprehension

· How to make the activities more challenging:

· When the teacher uses the drum to determine the beat and pace at which the students should move and act out the prepositions in the intro activity, the teacher could get more in depth about the mathematics behind beats and rhythm, adding the mathematical concepts of multiplication, divisions, and fractions to this activity. 

· How to make the activities more creative:

· The teacher could change the closing activity (writing a story with prepositions) and ask the students to get in groups and write an alternate ending to the story using a certain amount of prepositional phrases.
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
