	I. Objectives

	What is the main focus of this lesson?

The main focus of this lesson will be the history of "The Potter's House." Students will be examining the school's history since it began in 1981 to now.


	How does this lesson tie in to your Big Idea
The big idea we will be exploring during this unit is: "What affects our school community within Potter's House?" We will be answering three questions "How did The Potter's House start in 1981, and what has its history been since?"; "What is The Potter’s House like now in comparison?"; "How can I contribute to The Potter’s House community today?"  This lesson will be looking more closely at how The Potter's House began and its general history.

	Pre- Assessment: The teacher will ask the students what they think a historic resource is and what they think will be in each of the historic resources provided in the lesson. The teacher will ask students about their past experience with timelines.

-Formative Assessment: Together as the class completes the timeline about The Potter's House the teacher will be observing and questioning students to monitor their progress and understanding. 

-Summative Assessment: Each student will be writing a narrative, generally telling about the history of The Potter's House.

	Opportunities for differentiation
	Students will be able to choose which three resources they explore.  This will allow students to choose the resource they explore based on their interests and needs. For example, those who are visual learners to choose the video resource.
Providing students with starting sentences for their narrative will allow give those students who are stuck a starting point.

	Motivation

(Opening/

	-The teacher will introduce the "What affects our school community unit?" explaining that today's lesson will look more closely at The Potter's House history.
-The teacher will explain that much of our information about history comes from historic resources. 

-Explain that a historic resource is something that we can look to for information about the past. They can tell us many things including dates, stories, what things looked like, or what people were important during that time. Explain that you have six historic resources here for the students to use while exploring The Potter's House history. 

-Introduce each resource individually, explaining what its purpose is and when it was made. (The resources will be placed around the room. The teacher will move to each position in the room as he/she introduces the resources.)

-Ask the students what information they think will be in that particular resource.

	Development
	 -Explain to the students that they will get to choose three resources to explore. (Remind the students that it is important that all of the resources are being looked at each time, so they will not start the exploration if all of the students are at the video source. Someone needs to be in each resource area.) 
-Tell the students to think about what resource they want to explore first.
-Call on portions of the class to get up and quietly walk over to the resource area they want to explore first.

-After all of the students are in a resource area that teacher will tell them to start exploring.  (Note: The teacher will need to start the video in the video group, make sure a parapro or student helper is with the group reading the newspaper article, and will then have to move into the pamphlet group to help them read.)

-The first exploration will last 10 minutes.
-This will be repeated twice. 
-Once finished, the students will stay where they ended, at their last resource.  This way they can use the resource if they need to look up information again.

-Go around to each group of students. Have them explain what they learned about The Potter's House's history from the resource in front of them, right now.

-The teacher will then tell the students that a common way to show historic information is through timeline.
-The teacher will ask the students about their past experience with timelines. ("What is a timeline?" "Have you ever seen a timeline? Where?" "What does a timeline help us do?")

-The teacher refers to the timeline drawn on the board (to be drawn before lesson) explaining that the line represents points in the past.  The more to the left the older the time, and the more to the right the earlier the time. 
-Do a quick example, making a timeline of the school day. Ask the students which comes first... math class or lunch? Then, map this out on the timeline. Then, ask the students what comes after lunch? Map these events out on the timeline in the correct order.
-Explain to the students that they will be creating a timeline together as a class, based on what they learned in their resources. The timeline will be showing the history of "The Potter's House."
-Read the events that need to be included in the timeline. Place two of the events on the board, to give the students times to reference. 

-Then, read the rest of the events one-by-one asking the students where they think they could be included on the timeline ("Before or after ____)
-When the timeline is finished remind the students that each of these events happened at a specific date. Put some of these dates on the board underneath the events.

	Closure


	-Explain to the students that not many people know about the history of The Potter's House. One way to do this is by writing a narrative about The history of The Potter's House. 

-The teacher will explain that a narrative tells about events in history in the order they happened. (The teacher will say a short example out loud of the sequence of events that happens after he/she wakes up in the morning.)

The teacher will explain that topic they will be writing about is "The history of The Potter's House." The teacher will remind the students that they can include information they learned today from both their resources and the timeline. 
-Pass out a piece of paper to each student.

-The teacher will write a couple of starting sentences for the students' informational piece. (Ex: Today I learned ________ about The Potter's House. "One interesting thing about The Potter's House's history is..." "The Potter's House started in..."
-The teacher will then walk around and help students who are struggling.
-If time, a few students will share their informational pieces in front of the class.
