	I. Objectives

	What is the main focus of this lesson?

The main focus of this lesson will be the diversity of cultures represented at The Potter's House and geographically where individuals in this specific first grade classroom are from.



	How does this lesson tie in to your Big Idea
The big idea we will be exploring during this unit is: "What affects our school community within Potter's House?" We will be answering three questions "How did The Potter's House start in 1981, and what has its history been since?"; "What is The Potter’s House like now in comparison?"; "How can I contribute to The Potter’s House community today?"  This lesson will be looking more closely at where the students in The Potter's House come from, at a local and global level.

	II. Before you start

	Prerequisite knowledge and skills. What are you assuming they know or have already done.

	-Basic knowledge and understanding of maps
-Basic understanding of map directions.

-Basic understanding of where they come from, and their family heritage.

	Assessment

(formative and summative)


	-Pre-assessment: The teacher will ask the students about what they remember from the day before, during the map lesson. The teacher will then show a world map and a Michigan map, asking the students what they notice, particularly any similarities and differences. The teacher will also question the students, asking them if they think all of the individuals in the classroom are the same, and what are some similarities and differences among us are.

-Formative Assessment: The teacher will observe how the students navigate with the maps, through a checklist or a rubric (decide). The teacher will also assess the students understanding of school diversity through questioning and observation while students are sharing their own personal background stories.

-Summative Assessment: The students will be writing an informational piece on school diversity, showcasing how much they learned throughout the lesson.

	III. The Plan

	-To start the lesson, the teacher will then place a world map and a Michigan map on the board, as the teacher does this, he/she will explain to the students that they will be exploring maps and place more in the lesson today. Once the two maps are on the board the teacher will ask the students: "What do you notice?" "What is similar between the two maps?" "What is different between the two maps?" "Can anyone find where we are now on the Michigan map?"

-The teacher will then explain how The Potter's House is located in Grand Rapids, MI (point to it on map for students.)  It is a smaller piece located in the bigger whole.  Michigan then is a state found within its bigger country, the United States.  Again, a smaller piece located in the bigger whole (the teacher will point this out.) The teacher will then ask the students: "Where is the United States located in the world map?" "Is it a small piece in the world map?"  

-The students will notice that Michigan is a smaller piece in the bigger whole (the U.S.) and as a class they will be able to locate where Michigan is on the world map.

-The teacher will explain how the maps are similar, but also different. The teacher will question the students: "What are some similarities and differences between us, the students in this classroom?" "Do you think we are all the same?"
-The students will respond that they are different (different hair, skin color, interests, personalities, etc.)
-The teacher will explain that we all are unique, and come from distinct places around the world. The teacher will explain how many of the people at The Potter's House come from places around the world and have all met together at The Potter's House in the end. The teacher will explain that during this lesson they will be exploring where each student in the class comes from and how each of us is unique and important to the school.

	Development
	-On the board the teacher will place a world map.
-The students will come up one by one with their "Family Heritage Worksheet" (which should have been filled out before class with their family.) 
-The students will share what they learned about their families:
1) "What are your family origins?" (After the students share where their family originated from the students will place a star(s) on these places in the world, with the teachers help. The teacher will also write the country name on the board with a tally mark next to it, adding more tally marks if other students originate from that place as well.  
2) "What is a family tradition you have?" (Students will have the option to bring in food, or teach the students a game, dance, or another cultural tradition if they would like.)

3) "Where does your family live now?" 
4) "What is one important thing to your family" (or what does your family value?) 
-The teacher will then ask the students to silently count how many countries the class represents? How many countries do we come from? After about a minute, tell the students to silently whisper to their table partner the answer.  Then ask one person to tell their answer out loud to the class. 

-The teacher will then explain to the students that as table partners they will be adding together how many people are from two different countries. The teacher will do one example on the board (Germany + Poland = _____.) The teacher will help the students through this problem, asking them how they would think about it.

-The teacher will then give each partner group two countries. They are to solve how many students are from the two countries combined. The teacher will walk around checking the students.

-The teacher will then find the largest represented country based on the tallied list on the board.  The teacher will ask the students: "What would happen if we didn't include this country? How many students would we have left in our class?"  The teacher will ask the students to discuss with their partner groups how they would solve this problem? The teacher will ask one student to raise their hand and tell the class how they would start to solve this problem. The teacher will walk the class though subtracting the number represented in that country from the number of countries represented total. The teacher will have the students guide the process, adjusting their thinking when appropriate. The teacher will explain to the students that it appears that many people from the class come from this country.  
-The teacher will explain to the students that all of the starred places are where their families originate from, but let's look at where we all live now, in Michigan.

-The teacher will get out a map of Michigan, explaining that this is the state we all live in now.  The teacher will put stars on some of the places students commute from (different counties/cities.)  The teacher will then place a picture of The Potter's House on the map, explaining to the students that they come together at The Potter's House from places families who come all around the world, and from places all around West Michigan.
-Ask the students if they have any questions.

	-Ask the students how people in our classroom are similar? How are we different?

-The teacher will explain to the students that they will be writing an informative piece on the diversity of The Potter's House, or the similarities and differences between people in the school.
-The teacher will explain that an informational piece of writing tells information about one particular topic. The topic they will be writing about is the diversity at The Potter's House.
-The teacher will remind the students that they can include information they learned today during the lesson. A teacher will ask one student to raise their hand and share one thing they might include in their informational piece about the school's diversity.
-The teacher will then walk around and help students who are struggling.
