	Motivation

	-Tell students story about how you got lost while taking trip from Lansing to Michigan.  Ended up going through Detroit (show on map)

-Ask, "What did I do wrong?"  "How could I have found the correct direction more easily?"

-Remind students that they may have a similar problem when looking up bible verses.

-Talk about how several people memorize the books of the bile in order, to be used like a map

-Talk about how it is important to write down or note the exact location of a verse they know/are memorizing in case they need to go there again in the future.  Having it is like having the verse's address.

	Development

(the largest component or main body of the lesson)


	-Tell students that in early manuscripts of the bible it was easy for people to get lost, and it was harder to look up certain portions of Scripture because there were no chapters or verse numbers.
-Ask: "Why do you think chapters and verse numbers were added to the Scriptures?"
-Say: We can actually call this location the "address" of the Bible verse.  

-Write: Genesis 1:1 on the board.  Under this write which portion is the Book, Chapter, and Verse.  Be clear about which part is which. (Word part, chapter; first number, book; second number, verse.)
-Demonstrate for students how to look up each part of a verse's address

-Book: 

-Tell the students to turn to Genesis and find the book's heading.

-Ask students where they could look up the book if they do not know where it is located?

-Chapter: Explain where the chapter numbers are located in the bible. 

-Tell students that the "big number" comes before the "little number" (the big number is what we are looking for first.)

-Have students look up what the last chapter is in the book of Genesis with their table partners.

-Explain to students that it is the big number 50 at the end of the chapter that tells them this

-Verse: Explain where the verse numbers are in the bible.

-Tell students that the "big number" comes before "little number" so if the big guy is the chapter than the little guy is the verse.

-Show the students the little numbers under Genesis 50 and explain that these little numbers are the verses.

-Remind students that they need to make sure they are looking after the correct "big number."

-Ask students to find verse 19 in chapter 50 of Genesis with their table partners.
-Show where it is on the overhead when they are done.
-Say: Now lets practice looking up a whole verse.  With your table partners find Genesis, Chapter 1, Verse 1.  
-Write on the board "Genesis 1:1" with the book, chapter, verse labels.

-Say: Genesis 1:1 is not only the first book in the bible, but the first in a group of verses we will be looking up together as a class.

-Write "Daily Dozen" up on the board above Genesis 1:1

-Ask: "What does daily mean?"

-Ask: "What does dozen mean?"
-Tell: Today we are going to find 12 verses that you can read everyday to help you understand more about God and his plan for you.  

-We are also going to make a set of daily dozen reference notecards so you can review them!
-Show students example.  Tell students that for each card they are going to put a symbol on it that helps them remember its importance.
-Assign 2 students to pass out activity sheets to each student

-Assign one student from each table area to distribute colored pencils/markers.

-Ask students if they are ready?

-Ask students to find Genesis 1:1 again on their own (asking their table partners for help if they need it.)
-Ask a student to read Genesis 1:1

-Discuss the verses importance: God is Creator of all. Powerful, orderly, creative, loving, etc.
--Tell students to find and cut out their Genesis 1:1 piece.

-Tell students to put the appropriate symbol on the card. Telling them what it means.

-Continue cycle

-Have 3 students get glue for their table group area

-Have 2 students pass out notecard bundles for each student

-Have 3 students put away the markers from their table group area.
-Tell students to glue each of the verses onto a notecard

-Explain that notecards are thicker and will help the verses stay nice.

-Distribute the metal leaf rings

-Remind students to use their 6 inch voices during this time while talking with neighbors.

	-Students will answer: to help us better locate areas of the bible.
-Students will answer: in the found index

-Student will answer: 50. 

-Students will find verse 19 in chapter 50.  

-Students will find Genesis 1:1

-Students answer: everyday

-Students answer: 12
