	I. Objectives

	How does this lesson tie in to a unit plan?

At this point in the unit students have wrote on a variety of topics and in a number of different poetic styles. This lesson will give students another method of gaining poetic inspiration, specifically from pieces of visual art, in order to boost their creative spirits again.

	Materials-what materials (books, handouts, etc) do you need for this lesson and do you have them?
	-Writing Notebooks (One for each student).

-Pencils, erasers, highlighters, pens of varying colors, whiteboards, sticky notes, and other writing supplies.

-Poetry Books.
-Four pieces of visual art (Connect to class curriculum, see reference section for potential examples).
-Hovercam.


	II. Before you start

	Prerequisite knowledge and skills.
	Students should have a basic understanding of how to write poetry.

Students should be able to respond to a piece of visual art. 

Students should be able to work effectively within a collaborative group setting.

Students should be able to work independently on their writing.

	Assessment


	Pre-Assessment: Before the content is taught students will be asked to write a poem based off of a piece of visual art, in groups.  This will show the teacher how students interpret a piece of visual art into a poem and give more information on how much students need to be taught about using art as a tool for poetic inspiration. 
Formative Assessment (for learning): The teacher will ask the students to describe how they used their piece of visual art as inspiration for a poem, and to come up with other ideas for using art as inspiration. The teacher will be able to gauge how well students are developing this concept based off of their answers. 

Formative Assessment (of learning): The teacher will ask the students to describe how they used their piece of visual art as an inspiration for a poem, and to come up with other ideas for using art as inspiration.  The students will be able to gauge how well they are understanding this concept based off of the answers they come up with, and whether they understand other students' answers. 
Summative Assessment: The teacher will look in the writer's notebooks several days after the lesson, taking note of whether students used art as an inspiration for any of their poems or explorations.

	ELL Student - 

I will provide multiage cultural art from this students' culture, in order to provide a scene or art structure that he is familiar with.  
ADHD Student - 

-The teacher will gauge how well this student is managing their individual work time.  If they seem to be distracted the teacher will provide this student with a "daily goal" to achieve and give him steps for how to carry it out. 



	Do you need to set up your classroom in any special way for this lesson?  If so, describe it.
	The classroom will need to have tables for writers to collaborate and meet, as well as tables for writers to have space to work individually.  Comfortable chairs and beanbags would also be preferred.


	III. The Plan

	Motivation

	-The teacher will begin class by splitting students up into seven groups of four.

-The teacher will then give each group one piece of visual art. 

-Ask the students to examine this piece of art within their group.

-Write specific prompts on the board to help guide them in their examination: What does it look like? What does it remind you of? Who or what is in the picture? What colors are used? What feelings does the art portray? 

-Explain to the students that their challenge is to come up with the first five lines of a poem that is inspired or based off of this piece of art.  

-Remind them that this means the idea must be connected to the piece of art and what is going on in the picture.

-Give students work time.

	-Ask students to raise their hands and explain what their group wrote and how it relates to the piece of art they were given.

-Paraphrase their idea for using art as inspiration for poetry and write the idea on the whiteboard.
-Continue until each group has shared.

-Explain that these are several ways we can use art to give us ideas for poems.
-Add these ideas below if they were not already mentioned by students:


- Write from the point of view of a character in the painting or sculpture.


-Write about the time period or place the work of art appears to be within.


-Write about the feelings the work of art portrays.

-Write about an object shown in the picture (who it belongs to, where it 
has been, etc.)
-Explain to students that art can help give us inspiration for poems.

-Tell students to look around the room and notice that several posters of visual art pieces have been displayed. 

-Explain to them that during their individual work time they may walk around and look at the art posters displayed to help give them writing inspiration.
 -Students will engage in individual writing time.


-Students will walk around and look at visual art for inspiration.


-During this time the teacher will have a conference with as many 
students as possible.


-During this time writers will meet with each other to revise and share 
their pieces if they so wish. 


-During this time writers may engage in any writing they wish in their 
writers notebooks.


-During this time students may explore poetry books.


-During this time students may arrange the words on the "word 
inspiration board."

-The teacher will give students a "two-minute warning," letting them wrap up their thoughts.
-The students will put their writing notebooks away in the proper location.

	Closure
	60min
	-Tell students that inspiration can come not only through what we see, but also through what we hear, smell, and touch.

-Explain to students that the interesting words/phrases they have been collecting are important things they have heard that can help inspire a poem as well.

-Have volunteers stand up and share words/phrases they have heard recently that they found interesting or noteworthy.
